OPTIONS

1. Distance Education
It is possible and desirable for many students to undertake Tertiary Courses at TAFE and University through Open Learning Australia.  You don’t necessarily have to have certain marks to get into a course through Open Learning Australia.  The UAC book has a listing for Distance Education Courses. 3. TAFE – TAFE has many great courses going and you can get into university after completing an advanced TAFE Course.  By doing a Diploma Course at TAFE you can even get credit towards some university degrees.   In 2008 Newcastle University were accepting a Certificate 3 TAFE Course as entry into 1st Year Courses, this may change. Ask for details at the Careers Expo on 31 July.

Charles Sturt University gives us a bonus of 5 UAI scores.  Students may also get additional bonuses up to 5 UAI’s as we are a psp school.  Please ask at the Careers Expo on 31 July.

New – Wollongong University gives our students an extra 3 UAIs for their courses.
